ACLU and Students Sue Feds Over Drug Law

Financial Aid Ban for Students with Drug Convictions Challenged
***A ffected Students AVAILABLE FOR INTERVIEWS on Air***

WASHINGTON, DC - One of the nation’s largest student organizations, in partnership with the
ACLU, has filed a federal lawsuit seeking to overturn a law that strips financial aid from college
students with drug convictions. The law has derailed the college careers of nearly 200,000
would-be students since being enacted in 2000.

“This law hurts our generation, and does nothing to help society as
a whole,” said Kris Krane, executive director of Students for
Sensible Drug Policy. “Students are outraged that our access to
education is being lost as collateral damage in the War on Drugs.
It’s absurd that rapists and murderers can get financial aid while a
student caught with a joint is automatically rejected. Every student
affected by this policy has already been arrested and punished by
the courts. Blocking their access to education punishes them twice
for the same crime; that’s unconstitutional.”
